Additional floor spaceFrom the outset of this study, we have aimed to find a way in which the main part of the Warehouse can be
TUHVWRUHG DV IRXQG --puppQse halMdd publc\evEnt® anh @ abtivities such as markets, performances and exhdnis.

Uses:The new buildings and northern part of the Warehouse itself may be suitable for offices, a café, holiday apartments, a like h
shop, local history & community meeting rooms and even a relocated public library.

Option 3. A new building to the back of the Market Street pavement straddles the change of level between the main road and the
canal basin. The new building is the same length as the Warehouse and directlina with it. Unfortunately this scheme
requires the relocation of a gas main along the western boundary of the site, which may be prohibitively expensive, although
British Waterways may have an agreement with Transco that may resolve the problem at little or no extra cost.
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
